NEW PROGRAM 
In July we held the first pilot program for a summer camp, named Camp Star. 
This one-week program included opportunities for children ages 6-12yrs to gain 
awareness of the normalcy of loss and change and to accept the full range of 
feelings of anger, sadness and joy as part of life through the use of drama. The 
children took risks with drama and produced a small play which was well at-
tended by friends and family. 

 
Like Lambs for Children this program gives children an increased knowledge in 
the art of building relationships with others in similar – yet different circum-
stances. With Camp Star we look honestly at past hurts that they wish to express 
and work with characters, improvisation and play writing to weave their emotional 
pain to a safe place using drama and laughter. In gestalt terms, this approach 
looks at unfinished business early in the life cycle providing an opportunity to ex-
press feelings and better understand the situation.  

 

Further, Camp Star focused on developing the child’s artistic skills while helping 
them strengthen their abilities to handle materials, communicate ideas and solve 
problems creatively. Alayne Bigwin from Orillia acted as Drama Workshop facili-
tator. Her passionate educational style for theatre and drama was well received! 
We said we would make them stars in 5 days, and we did! Their eyes shone with 
the delivery of a wonderful play called “The Camp Star Dance”. I will always re-
member the characters the children created and the look in the lead actress’s 
eyes when she saw the set with her own private dressing room,  
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the camera man who was given a real paparazzi 35mm telescopic lens for the photography, and the bartender who was late and was 
fired in a minute with a zappy delivery from the show’s ten year old director…”You’re out of here!”  (He was never late again!) 
The pilot will be expanded into a regular program for Summer 2005.

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A non-profit corporation is also known as a non-share capital corporation. In a nutshell, it is a corporation, which has 
members instead of shareholders, and these members cannot receive any money (pecuniary gain) from the corporation 
except as salary. The motive for membership is altruism not money. When incorporating federally, you have to ask the 
federal Minister of Industry to issue you letters patent. Letters patent is a confirmation of the government's decision to 
give your non-profit organization corporate life. Non-profit corporations also qualify more easily for charitable status un-
der the Income Tax Act.  
Memberships can be by approval of the board and there may be different kinds ("classes") of members, one voting, an-
other non-voting. Membership may or may not entail a fee or dues.  
 
No Board Member is paid for being a Director.

So let the Fall begin….we have work to do! 
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HOW DO WE GRIEVE? 
Every individual grieves differently; women may want to communicate more, and men may want to remain silent. Some 
people are so truly angry that they entangle themselves in a legal action while others become immersed in activity. 
Some will exhibit addictive behavior. 
 
There are many stereotypes related to grief. As with all stereotypes, very often, the conventional thinking does not apply. 
Then again, very often it does. Here is a list of words and phrases. After reading each one, ask yourself if you attribute 
the trait to women, men or both. 

• Cries in front of others 
• Talks a lot about what led to their loved one’s death  
•     Emotional  
•     Wants and needs to discuss feelings  
•     Will consider going to a support group  
•     Keeps busy; works 
•     General reluctance to talk about feelings  
•     Would not consider going to a support group  
•     Sense of control is paramount  
•  Belief that they can master the crisis on their own  

 
As you may have guessed, the stereotypical view of women, or female grievers, is that they would have the first five 
characteristics. The stereotypical view of men, or male grievers, is that they would have the last five characteristics. 
Which attributes would apply to you? Which attributes would apply to other surviving members of your family? 
 
If you’re like most people, you have traits that authors of the book, “Men don’t cry - Women do: Transcending stereo-
types of grief”, Ken Doka and Terry Martin, would call ”blended”. Most of us do not fall neatly into stereotypical gen-
der categories. What is important about this concept, is the assertion that there are different styles of grieving. The styles 
are based on many complex factors including personality, gender and culture, emphasizing that the whole is more than 
the sum of its parts. In other words, the interaction of these factors may create different outcomes for different people.  
 
What the authors hope to accomplish, is to dispel the traditional myth that the only way to work through grief is by what 
has been viewed as a stereotypically feminine style: to attend support groups, talk about your feelings and cry openly 
with others. (I can hear the non-traditional grievers cheering!) 
 
That is not to say that anyone should ignore his or her grief. It means that it is important to find a method that suits your 
personality. Doka and Martin have coined the terms - instrumental, intuitive, and blended - to describe common specific 
patterns of grieving, and to offer suggestions for what may be helpful for individuals of each pattern. 
 
So at the Edith Fox Life & Loss Centre you will see a variety of formation, groups, drop-in times and book clubs being 
offered— a smorgasbord of optimism to help you feel better…live larger!
